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AV — DO

An Action Verb (AV) may lead to a Direct Object
(DO).

DO answers "Who or What?" after the subject + verb

Examples: S AV DO vt et ot nser s
Mom baked cookies e PO~ ookies

S AV DO John answered who or what? Answer = door
John answered the door. merefore, Do = door

S AV Mary finished who or what? NO ANSWER!
("early" answers "when?" It does NOT answer

Mary ﬁniShed earIY° "who or what?") Therefore, there is NO DO.
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Transitive AV = DO Intransitive AV = NO DO

Box your|PP| The DO will NOT be in|PP

S AV Tom found who or what? Answer is

L. DO squirrel (DO).
Tom found an injured squirrel. transitive since there is DO

S AV Susan smiled who or what? No answer, so no DO.
Susan smiled|at Tom. | Iniansitive since no DO

S AV They spoke who or what? No answer, so no DO.

They spoke|with the park ranger. | muansiive sinceno DO
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
