(DIRECT QUOTE because the tag line comes before or after the quote)


	Glancing at Mary, Jillian smiled and replied, “I’m fine.”

(DIRECT QUOTE because the tag line comes before or after the quote)


	“I’m so glad to be in ELA class,” Mary added, “and I hope it lasts even longer today.” 

(DIVIDED QUOTE because the tag line is in the middle of the quote)



INDIRECT QUOTE:

	Jillian nodded and said that she agreed with Mary. They both turned forward to listen to the teacher.
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
