Preparing for Tests

Organize Class Handouts
1. Put all worksheets and handouts in a safe place
2. Keep handouts for each unit together with a paperclip or rubber band

Keep Up With Class Notes and Readings
1. One of the best ways to prepare is to keep up; don’t allow yourself to fall behind
2. The night before a test should be used as a review of old material – it is not the time to try and learn new material.
3. Keep your work organized
4. Review your class notes at least every 2 days – remember, you lose most information if you don’t review within 24 hours!!

True/False Questions
1. Watch for Qualifiers:
a. Qualifiers are words which limit the answer in some way
b. Qualifiers are words that can make a statement true or false

2. Words often associated with false statements include:
a. ALL					f    NO

c. BEST					h.  NONE
d. ENTIRELY				i.   ONLY

3. Words often associated with true statements include:

4. Remember – if part of a statement is false, the whole statement is false!!
Ex: Abraham Lincoln was the 1st President of the United States and he helped abolish slavery.
This statement is false because, although he was a president and helped abolish slavery, he was not the 1st President of the U.S.

5. Be careful with statements containing negatives such as “not” and “cannot”

Multiple Choice Questions
1. READ DIRECTIONS CAREFULLY!! 
a. “Choose the best answer” or “Choose all correct answers” require different responses
b. Be sure you know and understand what the question is asking. If you’re not sure – ASK!

2. Read the “stem” first
a. The “stem” is the part of the question for which you are trying to find an answer”
b. While covering up the choices, read the “stem” and try to answer in your head before you read the choices of possible answers
Ex:     The sun is:	(stem)
a   planet		c.  satelite
b   star			d.  comet

3. Turn the “stem” into a statement with each choice
4. Identify qualifiers and negatives
5. Guessing
a. Experts say that you should always go with your first guess unless you remember a new fact that changes your original guess.
b. The option “All of the above” is usually correct.
c. If questions contain numbers, and you have not learned the answer, eliminate the highest and lowest number and choose between the ones in the middle.
d. The longest option is often the correct answer.

Essay Questions
1. Make a short outline
2. Include Introduction, Body, and Conclusion paragraphs     
a. Introduction ¶ must contain a thesis statement and the details which will be discussed in your body ¶s. 
b. Begin each body ¶ with a topic sentence.
c. The conclusion ¶ must restate/re-word the thesis statement, summarize the main points of the body ¶s, and conclude with a powerful statement/insightful remark.
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
