Independent Clause: 
complete sentence (1 subject + verb set = complete thought)
I ate baby food.

Simple Sentence
	1 independent clause (1 subject + verb set)
I ate baby food.
I ate baby food with a bib on me in my highchair.

Compound Sentence: 
2 independent clauses joined by comma + coordinating conjunction (and, but, for, nor, or, so, yet)
I have a test on Tuesday, so I will study on Monday night.

Dependent (Subordinate) Clause: 
incomplete thought, though it does contain a subject + verb 
Dependent clause depends on more words to make sense!
Dependent clause must be joined to an independent clause.
(ex: AAAWWUBBIS)
When I was little = dependent clause that needs more words to make sense
When I was little, I ate baby food.
	
that I ate = dependent clause (has subject + verb, but needs more words
	
The cherries that I ate were sour.


Complex Sentence: 
1 independent and 1 or more dependent (subordinate) clauses

Thomas, who came from New Jersey, is in our homeroom.

After we go home, we will have dinner.

The dessert that I want is chocolate cake.
