Iceland for three years. Banishment was a common punishment in anc1en@land1c society.

A skilled Norse sailor, Erik the Red decided to spend his banishment investigating reports of

Jslands off Iceland’s west coast. Erik sailed across the{:éﬁlantic in an open boat called a £ndrr. In

July of that year, Erik reached a huge, uninhabited fland mostly covered Py ice. However, the
island’s southwestern coast was ice-free and fertile. Erik named this lmd{;g;g%enland.

When Erik returned to Iceland, he told tales of a rich land to the west. The next summer he
returned to Greenland with a group oﬁiégandic settlers. These people became Greer/gland’s first
European community. Leiff\féiéikson was among them. Erik named the communir}{ E%;ttahild. For
14 years the Greenland colony grew, but problems persisted. Supplies had to be shipped from
n@rway, and Greenland’s limited supply of timber was rapidly being depleted. Lelf Erikson set
out to search for a “heavily wooded land” to the west, which a sailor name{ bj Jj:arm had described.
