Most nouns add s or esto form the
plural. Some nouns change spelling in the plural form (woman/women).
Some nouns have the same singular and plural form (deer). A possessive
noun shows ownership. Most plural nouns add an apostrophe after the
s to form the possessive (tables/tables'). Plurals that don't end in s (men,
mice) add an apostrophe and s (men's, mice's) to show possession.
